Program expansion- BHSA implementing Evidence Based Practice Assertive Community
Treatment /Forensic ACT The simple definition of assertive community treatment is an
intensive, integrated approach to community mental health service delivery. What this means is
that mental health services are provided in a community setting (rather than a more restrictive
residential or hospital setting) to people experiencing serious mental illness.at JWC. Individual
Placement Support IPS Employment Services implementation — will be a standalone RUHS-BH
program individual Placement and Support (IPS) is a model of supported employment for
people with serious mental illness (e.g., schizophrenia spectrum disorder, bipolar, depression).
IPS supported employment helps people living with behavioral health conditions work at regular
jobs of their choice.

Blaine St. Clinic continues to provide individual therapy, groups, peer services, medication
support family advocacy and case management services. Blaine St Clinic currently has 20
groups offered including post-traumatic stress disorder groups. Blaine currently has
131members enrolled in its FSP program and 1578 in the non-FSP program. 3 vacancies.
Jefferson Wellness Center currently has 16 groups and Caseload-268 enrolled members. 2
vacant positions.

Pathways to Success is in Riverside and Temecula and it’s a vocational rehabilitation program in
which we partner with the Department of Rehabilitation to assist our members in finding work
such as attending trade school or getting certified in certain specializations. There are 194
members enrolled between the Riverside and Temecula site’s location. The program is fully
staffed currently. 1 new Sr. Employment Counselor position being added to program
